o Accessory Drive Belt, Belt Tensioner and Idler
Pulley: Replace
Replace at 150,000 miles or 10 years, whichever
comes first.

o Water Pump Belt: Replace
Replace at 150,000 miles or 10 years, whichever
comes first.

o Timing Belt, Tensioner and Idler Pulley: Replace
Replace at 150,000 miles or 10 years, whichever
comes first.

o Software and Parts: Check/Replace

Check and replace parts or software, as required
by Volvo Car USA, LLC, that are covered under the
terms of the Volvo New Car Warranty. For service
intervals beyond 150,000 miles, consult your
authorized Volvo dealer.
